The Agreement is to cover the 

provision of affordable housing, the neighbourhood park, 

contributions for education, public art, infrastructure, allotments

and other community facilities.

Plot A is being prepared for delivery of the leisure and health

facilities and is excluded from the disposal site.

L O C AT I O N Bilston lies to the south-east

of Wolverhampton city centre. Primary road access is 

via the dual A463/A454 Black Country Route to the 

M6 motorway. The Midland Metro runs east of the site

and Wolverhampton and Coseley train stations offer

regular local and mainline services. 

The site is between the Black Country Route and the 

Bradley Arm of the Birmingham Canal. Only a few 

minutes walk away is Bilston town centre. Adjacent 

is Bilston High School. As part of Wolverhampton’s

Building Schools for the Future programme the 

Authority is minded to develop a formal proposal to 

create an Academy on this site.

The freehold of the outlined site (subject to one

minor exclusion) is in the ownership of Advantage

West Midlands (AWM) and Wolverhampton City

Council (WCC). It is offered as a single opportunity

and comprises approximately 34.6 ha (85.5 acres).

M ETHOD OF D ISP OSAL

AWM and WCC are seeking a Development Partner

to bring forward phased development on the site. 

A development agreement exists between the 

owners to facilitate a contractual arrangement with

the selected Development Partner for the whole site.

Proposers will be required to demonstrate skills and

a track record in planning, remediation, sustainable

development and innovative design, but will also

need the commitment and financial resources for

delivery of such a large-scale project, and a long-

term strategy for on-going stewardship of the Village.

The exact nature of the contractual arrangement will

evolve through the public procurement procedure.
